SAVREMENA BUGARSKA GRAFIKA

[zloZba savremenih bugarskih umetnika

IzloZzba ,Savremena bugraska grafika“ sadrzi radove dvadeset bugarskih umetnika. Iako su njihovi radovi
nastali upotrebom razlic¢itih tehnika, poput litografije, suve igle, gravure, akvatinte, digitalne Stampe i sli¢no,
to ne znaci da su svi ovi ucesnici graficki umetnici u uskom smislu te reci. Istini za volju, znacajan deo ovih
autora jesu poznata imena savremene graficke umetnosti u Bugarskoj. Johan Jotov, Desislava Hristova, Ema-
nuela Kovac, Dimo Kolibarov, Vasil Kolev - Vassillo i Branko Nikolov su profesionalni grafi¢ki umetnici od
kojih vecina predaje na Nacionalnoj akademiji umetnosti u Sofiji.

U isto vreme, strucna selekcija najve¢im delom ukljuCuje umetnike koji rade u domenima odvojenim
od graficke umetnosti, poput klasi¢nog slikarstva ili konceptualne i digitalne umetnosti, a mnogi od ovih
stvaralaca predstavljaju razvojnu snagu alternativne bugarske umetnicke scene osamdesetih godina (Saso
Stojcov, Georgi RuZev, Nina Kovaceva, Valentin Stefanov), ili su deo uticajnih neo-konceptualnih grupa tokom
devedesetih (Genadi Gatev, Rozen ToSev, Ivan Kjuranov, Rassim, Svilen Stefanov, Venelin §urelov).

Neki od umetnika nikada pre nisu radili na polju graficke umetnosti, pa se iz tog razloga izloZzba pretvara
u neocekivanu provokaciju. Cinjenice da pripadaju razli¢itim generacijama, kao i da koriste raznolike li¢ne
strategije (ukljucujudi izvesno iskustvo i neiskustvo), raslojavaju ovu izloZbu na mnogo nivoa i proizvode
iznenadujuce rezultate, ¢ak i za same kustose.

Ovakav otvoreni koncept kustosa izloZbe imao je za cilj da stvaraoce podstakne na upotrebu onih izraza za
koje veruju da su odgovarajuci. Jedina pravila koja su kustosi pritom odredili bila su vezana za formatiranje

radova (50 x 70 cm) i raspored crne i bele unutar beskrajnog spektra sive boje.

CONTEMPRORARY BULGARIAN GRAPHICS

An Exhibition of Contemporary Bulgarian Artists
Curators Desislava Hristova and Svilen Stefanov

“Contemprorary Bulgraian Graphics” exhibition includes works of twenty Bulgarian artists and even though
their works have been created through various print media (lithography, dry point, aquatint, intaglio, digital
print etc.), it does not mean all of the participants are graphic artists in the narrow professional sense of the
term. Indeed, a significant part of the authors are famous names in the world of contemporary Bulgarian
graphic art. Yohan Yotov, Desislava Hristova, Emanuela Kovach, Dimo Kolibarov, Vasil Kolev - Vassillo and
Branko Nikolov are professional graphic artists most of whom teach at the National Academy of Art in Sofia.

At the same time, the curatorial selection in its larger part includes artists who work in fields departing from
graphic art - from painting to conceptual or digital art, and many of the authors are part of the development
of the alternative Bulgarian art scene in the 1980s (Sasho Stoitzov, George Ruzhev, Nina Kovacheva, Valentin
Stefanoff), or are a part of influential neo-conceptual groups during the 1990s (Genadi Gatev, Rosen Toshev,
Ivan Kiuranov, Rassim, Svilen Stefanov, Venelin Shurelov).

Some of the artists have never worked in the field of graphic art and only for that reason the exhibition turns
into an expected provocation. The belonging to different generations, the various personal strategies (includ-
ing certain experience and inexperience) make this exhibition multilayered and resulting in peculiar, even for
the curators, outcome.

Such an open curatorial concept is supposed to prompt the authors to approach the means of expression they
feel fit. The only rules, set by the curators, included the works format - 50 x 70 cm, and the placement of white
and black in the infinite grey register.

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Her work goes beyond the confines of a single me-
dium. She taps into the resources of photography,
drawing, painting and video, amongst others.

One of the most notable distinctive features of NI-
NA’s artis her abiding interest in the body as an elu-
sive object. In many of her most powerful photos,
for example, we are given strikingly profound vis-
tas of body parts. Most of these shots accommodate
conflicting sides of existence: male and female; na-
ture and culture; life and death. We, the beholders,
feel that these pictures have an awful lot to say, but
their construction of meaning(s) is left to us.

With her latest series of drawings and paintings
NINA seems to have struck out in a somewhat new
direction. Without sacrificing the sophistication of
the message, she seems eager to add a more direct
social sting in the tail of her pictures. An admoni-
tion against a world in which the image of violence
has been airbrushed to look like a children’s game.
Such pictures tell us that while the artist still be-
lieves that beauty is truth and truth & beauty, she
also wants her art to gently raise political aware-
ness.

What has also added complexity to NINA's artistic
career is a fruitful cooperation with Valentin Ste-

fanoff, especially in video installations in public
spaces. Together they made some of the first major
site-specific installations in the public space which
transform the creative duo into an emblem on the
contemporary art scene in Bulgaria.
